Sadly we say goodbye to one of our Life Members ~
Annemarie Becker.

Annemarie was born in Munich on August 6, 1921 and passed
away peacefully in Glenorchy on September 6, 2014. She was
the much loved and devoted wife of Ludwig (dec.) and beloved
mother of Bernhard, mother-in-law to Brigette, grandmother of
Florian, Benjamin, Elena, Jonas, great grandmother of Leo,
Louisa, Amadea and Joa, and loved sister of Fritz Hartel, all of
Munich.

Annemarie emigrated to Australia with her husband and son in
1952, escaping war-torn Europe. Over many years she was
heavily involved with German-Australian affairs in Australia.
